The
eviderce whiich was collected ineluded zade-magseehiztic
gurnngraphy, dildes, bleed stained clothing. Prints were also
ifted from ALLEY’'S Trailer. However, these printz did nok match
any printe taken from "EODIACT crime scenes. ALLENR wag naver
charged with any of the homicides,

In 1991, the valileso Police Department recaived
lefommation which resurrected ALLEN'® possible ipvoclvement in the
" EODLACY killings‘q andg re-interviewed a audber of

pecple wha had informaticn about ALLEN. andg mwn_re
